Presentation

Use would:

« in conditionals, to describe a hypothetical situation: If theyd asked, we would have made them a cup of tea. / I
would have a cup of tea if I were you.

« to talk about the future in the past, e.g. to report an intention, expectation or decision: They said they would have
the tea ready when we arrive.

o to describe a habitual action (but not a state) in the past: When we were young, my grandmother would always
drink tea at 4 oclock.

« to indicate a person or thing’s refusal to do something in the past: I tried to convince her but she wouldn’t change
her mind.

o in polite offers and requests: Would you like a cup of tea? / Would you pour, please?
« in polite responses to a request or invitation: That would be great - thanks.
o to express an opinion or hope less forcefully or in a more indirect way:

I would think that the later train would be better. (= 1 think ...)

I would have hoped that you’d finish by today. (= I expected ...)
