Presentation

We use several different tenses when we narrate a story in the past. 
Use the past simple: 
• to describe the main events in sequence, i.e. one event after another.

I opened the curtains, looked out of the window, and saw a crow.
• to describe a general state in the past. It was one of the coldest winters in memory.
Use the past perfect:
• to make it clear that one past event happened before another one.

When I looked again, the bird had flown away.
• to describe something that happened (or a state that was true) before the main event(s) or story. I’d often walked

past the old house but I’d never entered it.
Use the past continuous to describe an activity in progress in the past. It can be:
• the background to an event within the story. The sun was setting.
• the background to the main story. It was late at night and I was sleeping.
Use the past perfect continuous to describe a longer activity in progress in the past:
• before a main event: The sky had been getting blacker …
• up to a main event: A black crow had been sitting on the tree when suddenly it turned to look at me.
